+Downloading songs is actually
good for the environment. CDs
and DVDs are made from mined
metals with petroleum-derived
plastics, lacquers and dyes. They
are almost impossible to recycle
and most end up in the trash pol-
luting groundwater. Those willing
to pay a small processing fee can
send CDs and DVDs to a small
number of private companies that
are set up to recycle them into
high-quality plastics used in auto
parts, office equipment, alarm
panels, street lights, and other
specialized items.

¢ Americans go through 2.5 mil-
lion tons of paper towels a year.
Two stay-at-home moms have
created an Earth-friendly alterna-
tive, the Skoy cloth, made from
cellulose, which is derived from
wood and cotton. The 7-inch
cloths are unusually absorbent
and easier to manage than larger
microfiber cloths. They can be
washed either in the dishwasher
or washing machine and fresh-
ened in the microwave. When
one has outlived its usefulness,
you can just toss it in the compost
pile, as it is biodegradable. A four
pack of Skoy cloths costs $5.99.
Go to www.skoycloth.com, One
cloth is estimated to save about
15 rolls of paper towels.

¢ The British manufacturer Veg-
ware, has come up with biode-
gradable or compostable alterna-
tives to plastic cutlery, plates,
cups and ice cream spoonsi

¢ Plastic flotsam, 100 million tons
of it, litters the oceans of the world.
The build up of plastics in the
North Pacific gyre, 1000 miles off
the coast of California, is estimated
to span 5 million square milesd an
area equivalent to all fifty United
States, plus India. Some of the
debris floats on the surface, some
is suspended just below, and some
is even deeper. Water bottles,
balloons, and degraded buoys are
recognizable, but in time these
objects break down into smaller
pieces, small enough to be in-
gested by fish and filter feeders.
About 80 percent of the plastic de-
bris in oceans gets there by land.
It washes from our beaches,
streets and highways through
storm drains and into streams and
rivers.

Svalbard Global Seed Vault is a
400 foot-long tunnel drilled into the
side of an Arctic mountain on the
remote archipelago of Svalbard,
620 miles from the North Pole. At
the end of the tunnel are three 32
by 88 foot air-locked chambers,
each designed to hold 1.5 million
foil packages containing the crop
seeds of every imaginable type
from around the world. Many of
the seeds are expected to last
1,000 years within the minus 0.4
degrees Fahrenheit vaults. Even if
the refrigeration breaks down, offi-
cials say the vault would stay fro-
zen for 200 years.
