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(Continued from pag#) Journey House
mental health disorder. Approximately
13 girls receive a variety of treatment
programs where the mission is to build
healthy relationships and participate in
meaningful activities. A major goal is
to help these 6-12 month
residents to reclaim their future by
regaining/developing confidence and
self esteem. A clinical team of
teachers and therapists plan and
implement individual programs that
include academics, life skills, field trips
into the community for socialization
and introduction to the world of work.
Several agencies provide support
to the girls and the Journey House
program. Several Delta Kappa
Gamma women volunteer their time,
skills and support through activities,
such as, music lessons, knitting
classes, tutoring, enhancing computer
skills, life skills and providing activities
for the girls within the community.
Future visions for the program include
providing more skills for daily living,
computer skills for job searches
and offering mentoring programs.
