Nominations Chairman 

The chapter Nominations Chairman and her committee have responsibilities at all levels—chapter, state, and international.  By attending this leadership workshop, you are preparing yourself for the duties you have agreed to perform.  Your office officially begins July 1, 2010.  The responsibilities of the chapter nominations chairman are outlined below: 

June 2010—State Nomination Forms
· Pick up nomination forms for state officers and nomination committee members.

· Pick up forms for recommendations of people willing to serve on state committees.  (These suggestions will be passed on to the new president who is elected at the 2011 state convention) 

Sept.-Oct. 2010—State Officers
· Search your local chapter for qualified members to fill state offices.  Upsilon elects a president, first vice-president, second vice-president, and secretary.  Also elected are the state nominations chairman and four members.

· Nominations can be made by a chapter or individual and must have the approval of the candidate.

· Nomination forms are to be sent to the Nominations Chairman by November 1, 2010 for consideration.

· The state nominations committee will meet in November to go over the nominations sent in by each of you.

 June 2011—State Convention
· Election of Upsilon State officers for 2011-2013 biennium 

Sept. 2011—State Executive Board Meeting
· Recommendations for international elected positions can be made by individual members, a chapter, or a state organization.  Chapter or state-supported recommendations rest with the respective executive boards.

· Official Recommendation Forms must be completed for each person.  Our state executive board usually endorses individuals for international positions. 

Oct. 15, 2011—Deadline for International Nominations
· Recommendation forms for nominations for International must be postmarked by this date and sent to the International Nominations Chairman.  (As a chapter chairman, you may or you may not have anything to do with this.)

 Fall/Winter  2011—Chapter Officers
· Start thinking about who could serve as chapter officers.

· Read your chapter rules.  Know which officers your chapter elects.  Know deadlines for your election and initiations. 

Spring 2012
· Present a ballot for election of officers and the nominations committee at the month designated by your chapter rules.

· Make certain each person will serve.

· New offices are assumed July 1, 2012

· Send names and addresses of the new officers to the state president.

· File a report of the election for chapter files. 
June 2012—State Convention
· Chapter Presidents (outgoing and incoming) will participate during the Presidents’ March at the State Convention.

  Key to a successful term in office is to know your chapter rules so you meet your obligations on time.  I hope this outline is helpful, but be sure to check with your rules to identify election months as they might not be the same from chapter to chapter.  We hope to receive nominations of people who are eager and ready to serve at the state level.  We want to be of help if you have any questions.
