BYLAWS REVISIONS APPROVED BY MEMBERSHIP
Dr. Marilyn Gonyo - Bylaws Chair

At the International Convention in 2010 major chemgn the Society governing documents were apprayeithe member-
ship. To bring the bylaws of Alpha Zeta State iodanpliance, proposed revisions were made to overging rules and pre-
sented at the January Executive Board for condideral’ he membership was informed via electroniccamcement of these
proposed changes, and each chapter chairman rdceivepy of the proposed changes. The proposesioasiwere brought
to the convention floor and approved by the mentbprat our annual convention. In essence, theimnasclarify procedures
and give permission for both the chapter and staganizations to function more independently.

The proposed revisions clarify that voting on a rhenpccurs only twice: once for initiation and seg¢do grant her reserve
status. Thus, Articles Ill.E and III.F clarify tipeocedure of members regarding reinstatement andfer.

Chapters may establish committees as they feehegded in order to carry out the work of the SgcfetA.1) and are re-
minded that they must conduct at least four regolaetings annually (VII.C.1). Regular meetings defined as those at
which chapter business is conducted. Thus, additimeetings may be scheduled as desired and maf/deore social na-
ture. Chapters may also vote to pay an amountditiad to dues and fees for the support of a chiaptestate organization
project (XI.E). Chapter executive boards may nteeiugh electronic communication as long as athef members may si-
multaneously hear one another and have the atilitgspond accordingly.

The revisions also define “quorum” as being a majaf the members who have registered at the sta@ention (VII.A.3)
so as to be aligned to the Society Constitutionrnfdtee chairs are responsible for reporting thnirk to the appropriate
designated body on the forms prepared by Socieadtjgarters (1X.B.7).

The newly revised bylaws will be posted on ourestagébsite, and they will be sent to the Internaidylaws Committee for
their review.
