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 Legislative Concerns
RttT is the hottest acronym in public education. Race to the Top is one aspect of the federal stimulus money that can have far reaching implications on education in Tennessee and across the nation.
The Memorandum of Agreement (MOU) was submitted by Morgan County, duly signed by the DOS Dr. Edd Diden and Morgan County Education Association President Margaret Morgan. If Tennessee’s application earns one of the limited (4-6 slots out of 50 states) for the grant, $400 - $500 million dollars of federal funds with many strings attached could be coming to Tennessee.
Governor Bredesen has called a Special Session of the 107th General Assembly to address education…
The special session convenes on January 12 and is slated to end a week later on January 19th.

The state’s application for RttT is due to be submitted the same day.

The 4 grant components are:

1) Standards and assessments 

2) Student data
3) Improving teacher and principal effectiveness based on performance

4) Turning around low achieving schools
