2011 INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE ANNA HISS SCHOLARSHIP APPLICANTS

I.
GENERAL INFORMATION/ELIGIBILITY

A.
Applicant must secure current form from Scholarships Committee Chair at the address noted in the Chapter yearbook. 

B.  
The Anna Hiss Scholarship was established to support short term scholarship at any college or university or for special educational opportunities, other than course work.

C.
Applicant must have been a member in good standing in the Alpha Chapter of the Delta Kappa Gamma Society International for two years.  Initiates may apply the year following their initial year of membership. 


D.
Applicant should document active participation in Delta Kappa Gamma through such things as attendance at chapter meetings, service through committees, elected offices, chapter projects and activities, attendance at workshops, conferences, conventions, etc.

E.
The applicant must complete the statement of purpose and include level of graduate work, specific professional goals, and the type of degree pursued, as applicable.
F
The applicant is responsible for submitting all required data including:  completed application and transcripts, as defined, to be considered for a scholarship.

G.
The Scholarships Committee Chairman or members of the committee can assume no responsibility for collecting data for any application.

H.
Incomplete/Unsigned applications will not be considered. 

I.
Faxed applications will not be accepted.

J.
Scholarship recipients are expected to remain active contributing members of the Society.
K.  Scholarship applications must be mailed to the Scholarships Committee Chair by March 15, 2011.
II.
REQUIRED DATA

A. All sections of the application must be completed.
B.
Complete current transcript.  Unofficial copies are acceptable from applicants to special educational opportunities other than course work.

C.
All required data (ITEMS 1-2) must be submitted in one envelope.
III.
INFORMATION ON DISTRIBUTION AND DOCUMENTATION


A.
Stipends are paid by the Alpha Chapter Treasurer after July 1 of scholarship year.

B.
Stipends of $300 are paid to the Anna Hiss Scholarship recipients after recipient provides proof of enrollment in an Institution of Higher Education or in a professional development activity, a lifelong learning experience, i.e., Road Scholar (formerly Elderhostel), continuing education, research project, or conference. Proof of registration must indicate number of credit hours or specific activity for which recipient enrolled. Requests for funding Delta Kappa Gamma activities are not eligible for consideration.

C.
The scholarship time period for the Anna Hiss scholarship is one year:  beginning June 1 with the summer term in the year of receipt of the scholarship to the end of the spring term May 31 of the following calendar year.  No recipient will receive an award unless enrollment is for the time period for which the scholarship is granted.
D.
A recipient cannot receive a chapter scholarship for more than two years in succession.  Applicants may apply for an additional scholarship after a lapse of one (1) year.  A recipient may receive only one scholarship per year.
