ALPHA SIGMA STATE EXECUTIVE BOARD MEETING

HOWARD JOHNSON HOTEL

September 26, 2009

CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order by President Linda Elliott at 1:30 P.M.  A quorum was present.

SUMMARY OF ACTION TAKEN 

1. Approved the report of the Financial Review Committee as presented.

2. Moved to have Fall Board, 2010 held at the Howard Johnson Hotel in Yakima Sept. 24-25. 2010. 

3. Approved the elections recommendation from the Executive Committee for the 2010 Election of a member of the Nominations Committee and a member of the Rachel Royston Permanent Scholarship Foundation. 

4. Approved and supported the nomination of Rose Ann Moore for International Nominations Committee.  

5. Suspended Standing Rule #4.21 Executive Board to have the Spring Executive Board at the July 2010 International Convention instead of "late April/early May" as stated in the Standing Rule. 

6. Decided that the 2010 budget as submitted by the Finance Committee shall be mailed out with a ballot by the state president to the voting Executive Board members.  Chapter presidents will vote, sign their ballot, and follow the directions to return the secure ballot to the ad hoc elections committee, appointed by the state president.  These ballots would be sent by April 1 and must be returned by May 15.  

FLAG SALUTE

The flag salute was lead by Mary Claire Schilling, followed by the song "God Bless America" sung by the members.

INTRODUCTIONS

President Linda Elliott introduced the officers, seated on the dais:  Janet LeBeau, Mary Nygaard, Terri Diehm, Barbara Clausen, Linda Pearn, Joanne Vining, Geneva McCoy, and Liz Friedrich.

RULES OF THE MEETING

Barbara Clausen, Parliamentarian, read from the bylaws those with voting rights at the meeting.  They include state officers, the immediate past president, the treasurer, chapter presidents (or their appointed designees), and such other voting or non-voting members as shall be determined by the state organization.  The executive secretary, past state presidents, parliamentarian, and state committee chairmen shall be ex-officio members without vote.  Those addressing the meeting were asked to give their name, chapter, and geographical location.  Roberts' Rules 10th Edition will be used as business is conducted.

CREDENTIALS REPORT

Given by Karen Nagata, registrar, the following statistics for the Fall Board were noted:

President Linda Elliott commended Karen Nagata and area VII for an outstanding job in hosting Fall Board.

MINUTES OF THE APRIL EXECUTIVE BOARD MEETING

The briefed minutes for the April 25, 2009 Alpha Sigma State Executive Board and General Session Meeting were read by recording secretary, Mary Nygaard.  The minutes were filed as reviewed.

CORRESPONDENCE

Corresponding Secretary, Geneva McCoy, read a thank you note from Rebecca Moore, representing the ALS Association Evergreen chapter, thanking Alpha Sigma State for the contribution of $130 in honor of Sandra Smith.  Secondly, she read a thank you from Gerry Jarvis for the sympathy shown by her DKG sisters at the passing of her son.

TREASURER'S REPORT

Treasurer Joanne Vining reminded all in attendance that dues are now being accepted.  She noted the Alpha Sigma State Financial Report from July 1, 2009 to September 26, 2009.  A permanent fund CD in the amount of $15,000 has been set up at HAPO Community Credit Union.  The Keybank CD has been closed out.  The 2010 International Planning Committee funds now stand at $20,722.70. Our total assets are $94,906.63.  The report was filed as submitted.

FINANCIAL REVIEW COMMITTEE REPORT

Finance chair, Barbee Buchanan, gave a report on the review which took place at Joanne Vining's home on Aug. 20, 2009.  The committee found all areas of finance reconciled and commended Joanne on a job well done.  

ACTION: Marcia Perkins (Alpha Eta) moved to approve the report of the Financial Review Committee as presented.  The vote was unanimous.

EXECUTIVE SECRETARY'S REPORT

Linda Elliott thanked Linda Pearn for a job well done.  Linda Pearn thanked Rose Ann Moore and the Area Liaisons for help in getting information for the Directory.  She recommended that the Sept. 24-25 Fall Board be held at the Howard Johnson Hotel in Yakima.

ACTION:  Pat Voge (Tau)/Geneal Palmer (Alpha Rho) moved to have Fall Board, 2010 held at the Howard Johnson Hotel in Yakima Sept. 24-25. 2010.  The vote was unanimous.

PRESIDENT'S REPORT

President Linda Elliott stated that it was an honor to work with her Alpha Sigma State sisters.  Hard work had gone into providing workshops around her theme of "Reach For The Stars": Scholarship, Technology, the Arts, Recruitment, and Service.  She noted that mentoring and nurturing women in our chapters, cultivating new members, gleaning information from the International and State websites, "creating a buzz", and preparing elevator speeches and goals should be our focus over this biennium.  She remarked that the next two years hold challenges and opportunities, especially seeking to find new ways to conduct state business.  We are the dreamers and the doers.

SONG: REACHING FOR THE STARS

"Reaching For The Stars" was sung by the members, accompanied by Janice Moen.

U.S. FORUM

Janet LeBeau, past president, reported that the U.S. Forum is a wonderful opportunity in Washington, D.C.  Very knowledgeable people speak and opportunity to visit with state senators exists.  She encouraged people to attend and noted that she is accepting registrations.

ACHIEVEMENT AWARD

Janet LeBeau announced that two women will be receiving Achievement Awards at the Spring Convention 2011 since no Spring Convention will be held in 2010.

THE RACHEL ROYSTON PERMANENT SCHOLARSHIP FOUNDATION REPORT

Chair Eva Mehaffey introduced her committee.  So far 351 scholarships have been awarded with $695,500 being given in those scholarships.  Applications for 2010-2011 are now being accepted and the interview process will be in February.  The committee's report was submitted with net worth of the Foundation as of June 30, 2009 being $993,477.46.

PARLIAMENTARY PAUSE

Barbara Clausen reviewed the steps in making motions as directed in Roberts' Rules 10th Edition.

INTERNATIONAL COMMITTEE REPORTS

EDUCATIONAL FOUNDATION

Barbie Sharrard noted that $20,000 was awarded recently, but none to Washington members. She encouraged members and non members (both men and women) to apply since National Boards and professional training can be funded through the Educational Foundation.  May 1 is the deadline for applications.  Five people from Washington State did receive project grants this year, with a total of $130,000 being distributed.  The foundation serves as a liaison for each state to improve communication.  She announced the Seminar in Purposeful Living to be held in Tacoma July 11-18, 2010.

LEADERSHIP DEVELOPMENT

Rose Ann Moore, chairman, noted that Northwest Regional state presidents and executive secretaries were trained this July.  She said technology is key and told about "GoToMeeting.com".  Members were reminded to check the International website under Committees and Leadership Development to receive training.  This is available to everyone.  A special workshop for chapter presidents will be held at the International Convention in Spokane.  Rose Ann recommended reading the book Who Killed Change? by Ken Blanchard.

CONSTITUTION

Barbara Clausen noted that the Constitution committee has six members and ex-officio members and has been joined by the revision committee to revise the standing rules.  They hold their meetings on Skype.  They are following a timeline and invite our revision suggestions which are due by October 1.  The committee will spend eight 12-14 hour days in November making revisions.  The March International Newsletter will have complete changes.  Be sure to keep it and bring it to the International Convention in July.  She admonished all leaders to read our governing guidelines to avoid many ambiguities.

RESEARCH

Janice Moen remarked that Research is under the Program Committee.  They had four days of training at Regional in Portland.  Their goal is to create short easy surveys for chapters.  Brochures were distributed by Omicron chapter.  The surveys are on the website.

A song break with motions followed: "The More We Get Together".

COMMITTEE REPORTS

BYLAWS AND RULES

Liz Friedrich, reporting for Dr. Judy Bean (who was not present), said that revisions to the bylaws and rules would be considered for approval at International Convention.  Our state bylaws and rules will be revised after that.

EXPANSION

Janet LeBeau noted that Alpha Gamma, whose president is Paula Nichols, will have installation and initiation on October 13.

FINANCE

Chair Barbee Buchanan said that Fall Board checks had been distributed.  The budget planning will occur in February and March.  She asked that all members make sure to update their e-mail when changes occur.  When e-mailing the committees it would be helpful if the subject line included Delta Kappa Gamma or DKG.  There are funds available for 2010.  The backs of the forms state who is eligible to receive funds.  These forms are due prior to June, 2010.  Barb Clausen noted that the President must ask for the budget to be approved.  Having no Spring Convention next year, this dilemma will be spoken to during New Business.

MEMBERSHIP

Terri Diehm said that International has a new Shoe-In Challenge.  Increasing membership is the goal.  Our state goal is to have every chapter in the state meet the Shoe-In Challenge.  She announced that the Celebration of Life ceremony would not be conducted until spring, 2011.  International has been working to update new member kits.  The rose peechees may be purchased separately.  Brochures are free, with just postage being paid when ordered.

NOMINATIONS AND PERSONNEL

Sue Ochs noted that 2010 applications for one State Nominating Committee member (to serve a 3 year term) and one Rachel Royston Committee member (to serve a 5 year term) are on the state website.  Applications are due January 15.

ACTION:  Kathy Williamson (Chi)/Kathleen Tully (Beta Phi) moved to approve the elections recommendation from the Executive Committee for the 2010 Election of a member of the Nominations Committee and a member of the Rachel Royston Permanent Scholarship Foundation.  

There will be one ballot and a cover letter going to chapter presidents.  The recommendations will appear in the Alpha Sigma News.  Theses committee members will take office July 1, 2010.

LEADERSHIP DEVELOPMENT

Rose Ann Moore noted her committee members, which include Joy Lauderbaugh and Barbie Sharrard.  These ladies have a challenging task as they look to the biennium.  Rose Ann encouraged chapter presidents to attend the International Convention training in Spokane.

PROGRAM OF WORK

Liz Friedrich said her committees are hard at work and focused on their goals.

PERSONAL GROWTH AND SERVICES

Chair Zoa Shumway said that her committee is meeting regularly and intends to educate, inform and inspire.

PROFESSIONAL AFFAIRS

Chair Joy Ledgerwood noted that their committee goals are to keep members alert to current legislative issues and representatives.  They plan to attend Lobby Day and the Professional Affairs trainings.

RESEARCH

Wendy Selde, Chairman, solicited biographies and histories from each chapter and member.  She noted that Dr. Rants, International President, has asked "How many chapters in Washington State have international ties?"  Wendy would like chapters who do have international ties to send a report to the research committee by February 1.  By March 1 the committee will present their findings to International.

MUSIC

Janice Moen noted that due to there being no Spring Convention that there would not be a choir this year, but she invited all singers to participate in the International Convention choir.  She is willing to help with music at any Area Workshop.

EDUCATIONAL SERVICES

SCHOLARSHIP

Kate Grieshaber gave the report for Cathy Johnson, who was absent.  She focused on scholarship information in the Directory.  February 1 is the deadline for applications for scholarships.  Scholarship recipients may be at Alpha Sigma State Executive Board during the International Convention.

COMMUNICATIONS

Sherri Wagemann will continue as Alpha Sigma News Editor.  She stated that her goals are to promote International-State-chapter communication.  She is working to help with the 2010 International Convention.  She reminded chapters that they received Dr. Rants' invitation to the International Convention on DVD.  It is also available on the web.  She suggested that chapters review the "Create a Buzz" tips on the web.  She reminded Area Liaisons and chapter presidents about the rotation schedule for published reports.  She encouraged press releases in local news outlets, even Craigslist under "community events".

WEBMASTER

Webmaster, Mary Lou Gregory, asked all members to send e-mail addresses to her.

INTERNATIONAL PROJECTS

Mary Bennett reported for Charlotte Kohnhorst asking members to contact her if they are doing anything with an international connection with a report.

U.N. REPRESENTATIVE

Janice Moen spoke to the U.S. Fund for UNICEF, which is no longer supporting the Afghanistan project.  Washington's Alpha Sigma State was commended by UNICEF for the $200,000 that was given to the project before it ended.  She recommended the brochure "Activate the Vision: Advance the Society" for chapters to review.

Janice Moen led the members in the song "Sisterhood".

INTRODUCTION OF AREA LIAISONS

Geneva McCoy introduced the new Area Liaisons, who reported on up coming Area Workshops.

Area I:  Michele Wiederspohn noted the Area Workshop would be October 24 at Yakima's Women's Century Club.  Emily Dickinson will be portrayed.  Also, Alpha Lambda initiated six new members at their September meeting.

Area II:  Marcia Perkins said that the Area Workshop would be planned by November.

Area III:  Liz Friedrich (reporting for Area Liaison Nancy Sauer) invited members to the Tuesday, January 12 Area Workshop at Delta High School in Richland from 4:30 - 6:30.  She proudly noted that our new chapter, Alpha Gamma, is in their area.

Area IV:  Joanne Scholen reported that their co-coordinating council meets three times each year.  They will meet February 6 for brunch in Tacoma.  All chapters are invited.

Area V: Bobbi Fox noted that their Area Workshop will be March 6 at the Chehalis St. John's Lutheran Church.

President Linda Elliott appointed a minutes' review committee to include Michele Wiederspohn, Marcia Perkins, and Bobbi Fox.

ENDORSEMENT OF ROSE ANN MOORE FOR NOMINATION TO THE INTERNATIONAL DELTA KAPPA GAMMA NOMINATIONS COMMITTEE

ACTION: Janet LeBeau (Theta)/Michele Wiederspohn (Alpha Lambda) moved that Alpha Sigma State Executive Board approve and support the nomination of Rose Ann Moore for International Nominations Committee.   The vote was unanimous.  They noted that Rose Ann has state leadership experience as state Executive Secretary and State President.

MOTION TO SUSPEND STANDING RULE #4.21 FOR THE SPRING, 2010

ACTION:  Joan Schilling (Alpha Tau)/Terri Diehm (Beta Delta) moved to suspend Standing Rule #4.21 Executive Board to have the Spring Executive Board at the July 2010 International Convention instead of "late April/early May" as stated in the Standing Rule.  This suspension is only for the spring, 2010 and the Standing Rule shall continue to be in force thereafter.  The vote was unanimous.

Chapter presidents will vote, sign their ballot, and follow the directions to return the secure ballot to the ad hoc elections committee, appointed by the state president.  These ballots would be sent by April 1 and must be returned by May 15.  The vote was unanimous.

FIRST TIME TO NORTHWEST REGIONAL REPORT

Diann Rockstrom reported on the friendships of women made, great workshops and activities she experienced at her first Regional.  She was accompanied by women from twelve states and four provinces in Canada.  She is really looking forward to the International Convention in Spokane.

2010 INTERNATIONAL REPORT AND INVITATION

Marj Patten reported that the committee had met at NW Regional and they got a look at the International Budget.  Plans are being made to find metallic teal tote bags and material has been selected to make scarves 9" x 30" which will be secured on the right shoulder with a lilac and a pin.  Kathy Williamson volunteered to make all that will be needed.  At present the committee has $21,420 in checking with $3,000 more coming from the cruise company.  More money will be coming in.  Terri Diehm clarified how cruise information for 2010 was being dispersed to chapters.  She is awaiting permission to invite others.  A meeting with Dr. Rants and staff will be held in Spokane Oct. 26-27.
