INTRODUCE 2009-2011 STATE OFFICERS, COMMITTEE CHAIRS, AND AREA LIAISONS

President Linda Elliott introduced the state officers, committee chairs, and area liaisons.  The members applauded them for a job well done.
STATE PRESIDENT'S REPORT
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President Linda Elliott reminded members that her theme had been S.T.A.R.S.  

Scholarship:  For scholarships in our state chapters raised $116,562.91 during the biennium and this did not include scholarships given by Rachel Royston.

Technology:  All chapters are using technology, with three chapters having websites.  The Executive Committee used GoToMeeting and plans are in the works to train committee chairs in its use.

Arts:  The wonderful arts and leadership retreats have been most successful.

Recruitment:  Many chapters initiated new members in 2010.  During the biennium six chapters dissolved.  We view this with heavy hearts.
Service:  Alpha Sigma State members are involved in schools, communities, and the world.  Wendy Selde conducted the Washington connections research, which revealed much of our involvement.  The Executive Committee chose THAT for emphasis for the next biennium.  

Linda is very proud of all who worked so well together to put on the 2010 International Convention, the many hours of work the Executive Committee did on the new By-Laws and Standing Rules, and Alpha Sigma state sisters' genuine spiritual friendship.
NEW BUSINESS

 Jeanne Chadwick gave the members information on the erosion of education, health and safety cuts that are proposed in the legislature.  She urged all members to contact their legislators to let them know our thoughts on the issues.  She further urged us to be thinking about how to get new teachers working.  The PEBB subsidy for health care coverage will be reduced.  Due to school districts having decreased their 6% share to retirement funds since 2001 a huge unfunded deficit in the retirement system for teachers is being created.  Plan 1 PRS and TRS plans may have their COLA taken away.  Active educators in Plans 2 or 3 must understand that what happens in this legislative session will greatly impact their future as much or more than Plan 1 members.  All teachers are encouraged to join WSSRA to help lobby for fair treatment with legislative decisions.
Sharon White, Psi chapter, urged members to contact their legislators.  She stated that the COLA was an UnCOLA and that public employees are now the scapegoats.  She also urged further conventions to hold the Celebration of Life on Saturday.
