Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by President Janet LeBeau at 9:15 A.M.

Flag Salute

Barbie Sharrard led the Flag Salute followed by Janice Moen leading us in the singing of

Introductions

President Janet LeBeau introduced the members of the Executive Committee and our International Guest, Corlea Plowman.

Lisa Wiese welcomed the members and gave the credentials report.  There were 152 members in attendance.  There were 10 state officers, 8 past state presidents, 8 area liaisons, and 1 international guest.

Rules of the Meeting

Parliamentarian Sandra Smith provided the rules of the meeting that were read by President Janet LeBeau.  

Minutes

Terri Diehm presented the briefed minutes from the April 26, 2008 Executive Board and General Session.

Treasurer Report

Joanne Vining gave the Treasurer’s Report.  Joanne reported that we are working within our budget.  Our total assets are $113,604.54.  Membership has dropped slightly by 27 members.

Correspondence

Geneva McCoy, corresponding secretary, reported that two women in our state received a Cornetet Professional Development Award.  The recipients were Sarah M. Deal of Sunnyside and Dr. Mary Lynne Derrington of Bellingham.

Geneva read a note from Glenda Reynolds, NW Regional Director, inviting us to attend the NW Regional Conference in Portland.

Geneva encouraged us to send in information regarding the special things that chapter members are involved in.  An example of this would be the article in the WEA Newsletter highlighting the Psi Chapter President, Caryn Mears.  

President Report

President Janet LeBeau encouraged us to take a look at the “Buzz”.  It presents a wonderful description of what is going on in Delta Kappa Gamma.
President Janet reported that, during her biennium, she has been inspired with the quality of the Area Workshop presentations. She feels the commmunication is better and that chapter presidents are asking great questions. International Update

Corlea Plowman, Executive Coordinator, reported that a CD has been made to welcome all members to the 2010 International Convention in Spokane.  The CD will be sent to each Regional and contains a special greeting from International President, Dr. Carolyn Rants.

Parliamentary Pause

Sandra Smith, parliamentarian, prepared the parliamentary pause which was read by President Janet LeBeau.

Janice Moen led us in a musical pause.

International Committee Reports

Barbara Clausen, Constitution Committee, encouraged us to get involved at the International level. 

Barbara asked us to submit any suggested changes to the constitution but Oct. 1, 2009.  If your suggested changed is not approved there will be one additional opportunity to get your change on the ballot.

Barbie Sharrard, Educational Foundation Board, reported to us that Educational Foundation stipends/scholarships are available to any gender and encouraged us to apply.   Barbie also reminded us that these funds are available for workshops, inservice etc. that are not Delta Kappa Gamma sponsored events.  

Barbie asked Meg Horrigan to speak about the funding she received from the Education Foundation regarding a workshop and prepared kits for dealing with foster children.  There may be an additional workshop in October.  This would make an excellent presentation for Fall Board as well.

Rose Anne Moore, Leadership Committee, reported that they are gearing up for the new state president training to be held at the Regional Conferences.  The committee has updated the training manual for this occasion.

Rose Ann also reported that the use of technology is being encouraged through the use of Skype, Go-to-meeting, email etc.  If you check out the “Leadership Tools on the Net” CD you will discover the many ways to use technolgy as well as email etiquette.

Janice Moen of the Research Committee has been involved in creating tools for chapters to do their own research.  These tools can help with chapter decision making efforts, action planning or even 3-5 minute surveys to help with program planning and meeting times etc.

Committee Reports

Marj Patten, 2010 Steering Committee Chairman, was pleased to report that under the direction of Corlea Plowman many things are falling into place for the International Convention.  She feels affirmed that the direction we are heading on the committee is on the right track.   We have helpful ideas from Dr. Carolyn Rants, tours are being selected by Barbie Sharrard and Janice Moen has made many contacts for “Washington Night” entertainment.

Marj would like to thank all of the chapters for their response to her letter sent in January regarding our fund-raising efforts.

Zoa Shumway reported on many of the activities that will be offered at the Creative Arts Retreat in Dumas Bay.  

Reports Requiring Action

Rose Ann Moore thanked Area 8 for all of their efforts to facilitate our Spring Convention. 

Rose Ann also reported that Fall Board will be held in Yakima September 25-26, 2009 at the Howard Johnson Hotel in Yakima.  Area 7 will be hosting Fall Board.

Barbara Van Every, Epsilon, made a motion that Alpha Sigma State not hold a state convention in 2010.  The motion was seconded by Frances Blair, Alpha. After much disscusion, the motion passed.  Based on this decision the executive committee will need to look at how we will conduct some of the business, such as voting, training etc, which is usually done during convention.  Barb Van Every commented that our by-laws allow for mail-in voting.  It was also suggested that, according to Corlea, it may be possible for us to have an executive board meeting on Monday at the International Convention.

Rose Ann Moore suggested we hold the 2011 state convention at the Red Lion in Olympia.  Cost will be $99 for two and $109 for three or four in a room.

Barb Van Every, Epsilon, made a motion that the 2011 State Convention be held at the Red Lion of Olympia April 22-24, 2011.  The motion was seconded by Susan Ochs, Mu.  The motion passed.

The state directory will be updated this year and Rose Ann asked that we send in the dates for Area Workshops ASAP.  Please send all directory information to Linda Pearn.

Barbee Buchanan, Finance Committee Chair, reported on the proposed budget.  After several corrections Barbee moved that the propsed 2009-2010 budget be accepted.  No second was needed.  The motion passed.
