ALPHA SIGMA STATE EXECUTIVE BOARD MEETING

CALL TO ORDER

President Liz Friedrich called the meeting to order at 2:11 p.m.  A quorum was present.

SUMMARY OF ACTION TAKEN

1.  Voted to hold Fall Board 2012 at the Yakima Red Lion on September 21st and 22nd.

2.  Accepted the 2010-11 report of the Financial Review Committee.

3.  Accepted the request of Beta Eta chapter to be dissolved.

FLAG SALUTE

The flag salute was led by President Liz Friedrich, followed by singing of “America the Beautiful” led by Janice Moen.

INTRODUCTIONS

President Liz Friedrich introduced the 2011-2013 Executive Committee Members.

RULES OF THE MEETING

Parliamentarian Barbara Clausen presented rules for the meeting, reminding the members to be fair and friendly while following the guidelines of Roberts Rules of Order, Newly Revised, 10th Edition.

CREDENTIALS

Virginia Thompson gave the credentials report. 110 members attended Fall Board.  There were 33 chapter presidents, a total of 35 chapter officers, 8 state officers, 20 state committee members, 9 Rachel Royston Permanent Scholarship Foundation (RRPSF) board members, 10 area liaisons, and 9 past state presidents.  Six members attended Fall Board for the first time.

BRIEFED MINUTES OF THE EXECUTIVE BOARD

Secretary Darla Biever read the briefed minutes from the April 3, 2011 Executive Board meeting.

CORRESPONDENCE

Secretary Darla Biever read a note written by Janice Moen, on behalf of the International Constitution Committee, congratulating Alpha Sigma State on the successful completion of revised Bylaws and Standing Rules.

REPORT OF THE TREASURER

Treasurer Joanne Vining presented the treasurer’s report, along with a pie chart depicting the distribution of dues usage.  The pie chart will be posted on the state website.  The financial report for the last quarter shows total expenditures of $10,779.40 with a balance forward of $11,691.20 and a savings fund balance of $10, 491.81.

REPORT OF THE FINANCIAL REVIEW COMMITTEE

Barbee Buchanan, past finance chair, reported that the ad hoc financial review committee met in August, and the Society's financial records are all in order. 

The committee moved to accept the financial Review Report for 2010-2011 as presented. The motion carried.

REPORT OF THE EXECUTIVE SECRETARY

Executive Secretary, Linda Pearn, thanked Area I for a terrific job hosting Fall Board and thanked the Red Lion for their help with the facilities.  Linda reminded everyone that Spring Convention will be held at the Richland Red Lion on April 20-21, 2012. 

Geneal Palmer moved that Fall Board 2012 be held on September 21-22 at the Yakima Red Lion and the motion passed.

Linda also thanked Zoa Schumway and her committee for a successful Dumas Bay Creative Arts Retreat and extended an invitation to Rainbow Lodge in 2012. She further reported that the Northwest Regional Conference in Edmonton, Alberta was a wonderful time of learning and fellowship, and she encouraged members to plan to attend the International Convention next July in New York City, New York.

Linda asked us to check this year’s partial directory and submit any changes. Updates will be posted on the website. She reminded members that she prefers phone calls instead of e-mails whenever possible.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT

President Liz Friedrich pronounced that she is in the presence of excellent educators in the state of Washington and expressed gratitude for so many who are willing to answer “yes” when asked to serve.  Liz was able to participate in the training for state organizations presidents held at the Northwest Regional Conference in Edmonton last summer and declared it to be “invigorating and empowering.”  Liz thanked Alpha Sigma state members for ongoing support and encouragement.  She highlighted our Society resources and encouraged members to seek out other women educators and show them that we have benefits to offer that are not found elsewhere.  Liz encouraged all to “Embrace our Vision” through numerous DKG opportunities. She closed with thanks to Area 1 for all of their hard work for Fall Board.

Members joined in singing “I Am a DKG Girl,” accompanied by Janice Moen.

REPORT OF THE RRPSF BOARD

Joy Lauderbaugh presented the report of the RRPSF Board.  13 scholarship recipients were awarded $21,000 this year, with over $700,000 given since the 1960s.  There will be a vacancy on the board that needs to be filled next spring.  Chapter presidents will soon receive a letter regarding nominations for the vacancy.

Parliamentarian Barbara Clausen provided a guide for the order of business and a review of the steps for a motion.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Communications

Shari Wagemann reported that the Communications Committee continues to work on increasing the visibility of DKG at the international, state and chapter levels.  Webmaster Mary Lou Gregory reminded members she welcomes input regarding the Alpha Sigma State website.  A template will soon be available on the site for chapters to use in revising chapter bylaws.

Bylaws and Standing Rules

· Roseanne Moore shared that the committee has two goals:  To assist chapters in writing bylaws to be in agreement with International and State Bylaws and to review amendments to the Standing Rules.  Amendment proposals are needed by December 31st, but the committee would appreciate them sooner.  The Executive Committee will review the proposals at the January meeting prior to a vote by the Executive Board.

Expansion and Dissolution

· Linda Elliott shared that Beta Eta chapter in Seattle voted to disband on May 10, 2011 and were unwilling to work with the state or the area liaison.  All records have been received. 

· Linda moved that we accept the request of Beta Eta Chapter to be dissolved.

· Following discussion, a vote was taken and the motion carried.

· Bev Paillette reported that the committee is developing the budget with economizing in mind.

· Marj Patten and her committee are working to support and strengthen leadership in each chapter.

· Membership





· Terri Diehm shared that there are many new membership ideas on DKG website and challenged chapters to find at least one new way to add to membership.

· Nominations





· Marlene Harmeling reminded the group that the committee will be seeking nominations for a three-year Nominations Committee member and a five-year commitment to the RRSPF Board. Applications are available on the State website and completed forms are due no later than January 15, 2012.  Biographies and pictures or nominees will appear in the Alpha Sigma News prior to voting at Spring Convention. 

· Educational Excellence




· Joan Schilling informed the group that the committee was formed for the purpose of helping all levels of the Society to focus in one direction. 

· Grants-in-Aid





· Joy Ledgerwood read a report from committee chair Jane Gerdon.

· US Forum





· As the Washington representative to the US Forum, Linda Elliott presented the ARTS proposal at the Northwest Regional Conference and the proposal was accepted.  Other topics discussed at the Forum were human trafficking concerns and retirement issues. The ARTS proposal will be presented at the National Legislative Seminar in Washington, D.C. and $450.33 was collected from donations at today’s luncheon.  The money will be used to help send representatives from Alpha Sigma State.

INTERNATIONAL COMMITTEE REPORTS

Constitution 


Janice Moen shared that the focus of the constitution committee has been to help state organizations in completing bylaws and standing rules, and committee members presented workshops at regional conferences held this summer.  19 states have already submitted bylaws and standing rules, and Washington was first.  Amendments to standing rules at the International level must be submitted to the committee by October 1st.

Educational Excellence 


Janet LeBeau and other members of the International Educational Excellence committee presented all day trainings at Regional Conferences.  She reminded us that there is no need for restructuring, as long as the goals are being met in each chapter.  Janet also distributed the 17 remaining copies of the Schools for Africa DVD.  “Little Dresses for Africa” have been collected at Fall Board and will be collected again at State Convention.

Nominations


Rose Ann Moore reported on conducting a workshop in Edmonton and getting ready for the fall meeting of the nominations committee.  She reminded us of the huge responsibility of selecting a slate of International Officers, elected International Committee members and positions on the Educational Foundation Board of Trustees, as these women will be the future of Delta Kappa Gamma Society International. Nominations must be sent by October 15th, either electronically or via the postal service.  The Nominations Committee will meet and review all nomination and endorsement forms and select one or more candidates for each position.  Candidate information will be posted on the website and sent out in the January/February newsletter.
