Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by President Janet LeBeau at 1:00 PM.

Minutes

Terri Diehm, recording secretary, presented the briefed minutes of the April 26, 2008 Executive Board.
Credentials Report

Kathy Williamson, registrar, gave the credentials report.  There were 111 members in attendance.  There were 8 state officers, 7 past state presidents, 10 state committee chairs, 15 state committee members, 10 area liaisons, 11 members of the Rachel Royston Board and representation by 40 chapters.

Corresponding Secretary Geneva McCoy read two notes from Rose Ann Moore.  Rose Ann wanted to express her thanks and appreciation for her selection as the Achievement Award winner and for the support she has received from the members of Alpha Sigma State during her biennium as NW Regional Director.

Geneva also read a note from Dr. Carolyn Rants thanking us for our donation to the Golden Gift Fund in her name.

Geneva reported that there will be three $50 scholarships available for the Creative Arts Retreat this year.  This is due to her donation of a percentage of the sales she received during the Rainbow Lodge Retreat.

Treasurer Report

Joanne Vining gave the Treasurer’s Report.  Our current assets total $97,584.73, which is an increase of approximately $3000 from the previous year.
Executive Secretary Report

Rose Ann Moore presented the report of the Executive Secretary.  She thanked the members of Area V for the wonderful job they did hosting the Fall Board meeting under the direction of Bobbi Fox, General Chair and Kathy Willliamson, Registrar.
The 2009 State Convention will be held at the Doubletree Hotel in Spokane, April 24-25.  .  Rose Ann discussed the importance of filling the hotel room block in order to avoid having to pay a penalty to the hotel.  

Dee Anderson, Kappa, made a motion to hold Fall Executive Board at the Howard Johnson Hotel in Yakima September 25-26, 2009.  The motion was seconded by Minda Caldwell, Alpha Pi.  The motion passed.

International Committee Reports

Barbie Sharrard, educational foundation committee, reported that 21 Cornetet Awards were granted.   The application process is easy and one does not need to be a Delta Kappa Gamma member to apply.
Rose Ann Moore, leadership committee, reported that training would be available for the new state president and Executive Secretary during the NW Regional in Portland the end of July.  Training for chapter presidents will occur in Spokane at the 2010 International Convention.

Rose Ann encouraged us to check the Delta Kappa Gamma website as there are many tips, articles and on-line courses available under the leadership tab.

Committee Reports

June Robinson, bylaws committee chair, reported that 20 chapters need to complete their chapter rules.
Gerry Jarvis, expansion committee, will write an article on the situation of the virtual chapters in Alaska once she has enough information.

Barbee Buchanan, finance committee chair, reported that the review of the 2007-08 books showed no discrepancies.  The 2010 International Convention Committee financial reports were also well done.   Barbee reminded us that the state financial reports are due February 1.
Liz Friedrich, membership chair, reported that the membership booklet has been revised.

Linda Elliott, program chair, thanked the personal growth committee for the Friday night workshops.  Linda also reminded the membership of the upcoming Creative Arts Retreat at Dumas Bay 

June 23-25, 2009.  Zoa Shumway has been appointed the chairman of this event.
Arlene Reynolds, professional affairs committee chair, reported that she will keep the chapter presidents informed on legislative issues.
Wendy Selde, research committee chair, requested that we make every effort to submit the chapter histories and biographies.  Please submit the biographies to June Robinson and report the number of completed biographies to Wendy.
Janice Moen, music representative, mentioned that the old sing-along books may be purchased for $1 as there will be an updated version in the spring.   Janice also informed us that she would send the choir music for spring convention to any interested party if they gave her a $5 “holding” fee.

On behalf of Charlotte Kohnhorst, UN Representative, Janice Moen mentioned the CD that was made to promote the UNICEF Afghanistan project using the original song “We Sing for the Children”  written  by Janice Moen.

Janice Moen, international research committee, encouraged members to submit any ideas to her for research projects that would promote our organization.
Billie Hilton, scholarship chair, was pleased to report that all scholarship monies were awarded last year.   The available monies went for three scholarships and three stipends.   Billie reminded the membership that stipends are retroactive for one year.  Billie will be happy to make chapter visits.
Mary Lou Gregory, webmaster, requested the help of all members by keeping her updated of any changes.  Please make sure to send written permission to Mary Lou to allow the publishing of your name/email on the state website.
Susan Fritts, international projects chair, mentioned that the list of world fellowship recipients would be available on our website.  If your chapter wishes to help fund international projects and fellowships, your area liaison will have pamphlets detailing ways for your chapter to raise funds.  Contributions should be accompanied by Form 42.  Certificates will be awarded at Spring Convention.  

Linda Elliott, program chair, thanked presiders and presenters for their participation in the workshops.  

Linda stated that the Alpha Sigma State Spring Convention in Spokane will focus on Spokane, the 2010 International Convention and the many volunteer opportunities.

Linda requested that each chapter pick up the handout from the program workshop to take back to their chapter to save on postage.

The Area Liaisons gave reports and invited the membership to their respective Area Workshops.

New Business

There was no new business at this time.

Special Report

Marj Patten, 2010 international steering committee chair, reported that the committee met over the summer during a 5 hour meeting.  Illinois gave us many insights on what worked and what didn’t work and were great role models.

We have currently raised $16,516.22 toward our goal.  The deadline to reach our goal of $30,000 is Fall Board of 2009.  There have been 8,052 chapter and individual donations.  

Marj would like each chapter to send as many members as possible to the spring convention in Spokane but is hoping for a minimum of 4 – 6 members from each chapter.

Barb Van Every will be organizing the volunteers.  Volunteers will not be in place until Fall of 2009.

Marj showed the evergreen tree pattern idea, made by Janice Moen, which will be part of the Washington State identification for the 2010 Convention held July 20-24, 2010 in Spokane.
A letter was read from Cathy Johnson summing up the activities and joyous time that was had by all of the attendees at the Rainbow Lodge Retreat.

Invitations

Lisa Wiese invited the membership to the 2009 Spring Convention in Spokane April 25-26, 2009.

An invitation to the 2009 Regional Conference in Portland was given by Terri Diehm.  After the conference at Jantzen Beach on July 28-August 1, Terri encouraged the membership to join their “sisters” in a post-conference cruise to Alaska August 2-9, 2009.
