Alpha Sigma State Executive Board Meeting

September 22, 2007

Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by President Janet LeBeau at 1:15 PM.

Flag Salute

Virginia Thompson led the Flag Salute followed by Janice Moen leading us in the singing of “God Bless America”.

Introductions

President Janet LeBeau introduced the members of the Executive Committee.  She announced that Pat Voge would act as timer and Tori Hansen would serve as page for the Executive Board Meeting.

Rules of the Meeting

Parliamentarian Sandra Smith presented the rules for the meeting.

Minutes

Terri Diehm presented the briefed minutes from the April 21, 2007 Executive Board Meeting.

Credentials Report

Tori Hansen gave the credentials report.  There were 96 members in attendance.  There were 10 state officers, 5 past state presidents, 12 state committee chairs, 11 state committee members, 8 area liaisons, 10 members of the Rachel Royston Board, 39 chapters were represented and 40 guests were present at the meeting.

Correspondence

Corresponding Secretary Geneva McCoy reported that Alpha Sigma State has received requests for three endorsements that have been honored.  Alpha Sigma State has endorsed Glenda Reynolds for NW Regional Director, Dr. Sigrun Klara Hannesdottir for International Second Vice-President and Rose Ann Moore for International Member at Large.  A fourth endorsement was received and Linda Elliott made a motion that “the Executive Committee recommends that the Alpha Sigma State Executive Board endorse Dr. Carolyn Rants for the office of International President”. The motion was seconded by Geneva McCoy.  The motion passed.
Treasurer Report

Desta Taylor gave the Treasurer’s Report.  Desta reports that our spending is in line with the budget.  Barbee Buchanan, Chairman of the Finance Committee reported that the books have been audited and are in order. 

 It was moved by Barbee Buchanan and the Finance Committee “to increase the budget line item 31 to increase the Area Liaisons amount by $1000.  This will necessitate an increase in line 12 by increasing the withdrawal from savings by $1000”.  The motion passed.

Executive Secretary Report

Rose Ann Moore presented the report of the Executive Secretary.  She thanked the members of Area II for the wonderful job they did hosting the Fall Board meeting under the direction of Tori Hansen, General Chair.

Rose Ann requested that chapters continue to get their yearbooks turned in.  She thanked Arlene Reynolds for her help in typing the Directory.  Rose Ann reported that we are trying to get more information on the website so that information is more current, communication will be enhanced, and it will be more cost effective.  She encouraged us all to keep email addresses updated.

Rose Ann reported that State Convention 2008 will be held at the Icicle Village Resort in Leavenworth, April 25-26.  Rooms will be $119 including breakfast and Area VI will be hosting.  Area V will host Fall Executive Board in 2008 at the Howard Johnson Hotel in Yakima, September 26-27.  Rose Ann made a recommendation that we hold the 2009 State Convention at the Doubletree Hotel in Spokane, April 24-25.  We will need to become familiar with this site since we will hold the 2010 International Convention in Spokane.  Heidi Harris moved and Nita Green seconded a motion “that we hold the 2009 State Convention in Spokane at the Double Tree Hotel April 24-25, pending a favorable site visit.  If the site visit is not favorable, the Executive Secretary is authorized to choose a different venue and/or date”.  The motion passed. 

President Report

President Janet LeBeau reported that she had been very impressed with our International President Dr. Barbara Day after having worked with her at NW Regional.  President Janet has aligned our state committees to the 8 initiatives presented by Dr. Day in order to carry out the intent of those initiatives.  Membership, proven programs, collaborative connections, as well as member biographies and an enhanced website are all top priorities of President Janet.

Anyone requesting a visit from a state officer is asked to submit a “Request of State Visitor” form to the State President.  We are here to serve you!

Area Liaisons and other state visitors are requested to submit a “Chapter Visitation Report” form, along with their voucher, to Desta Taylor.

U.S Forum Report

Gerry Jarvis gave the U.S. Forum Report.  At NW Regional the number one concern was NCLB.  Check out the website for more information and continued communications.

R.R.P.S.F. Report

Annamarie Lavieri thanked all contributors for their support.  She also reported that a bequest has been received from the estate of Sumiko Kuriyama.

Applications for scholarships are due December 1, 2007.  Forms are available from

Nominations for a new member of the board are due January 15, 2008.  Forms are available from Bev Reinvik, your chapter president or on the website.

After a financial review, it was determined that some monies need to be spent or tax exempt status would be lost.  The monies were spent on technology and scholarships.

Parliamentary Pause

Sandra Smith reported that Roberts Rules of Order allow for smaller chapters to be less formal.

President Janet announced the members of the Minutes Review Committee for Fall Executive Board.  Those members are Heidi Harris, Cathy Johnson and 

Becky Hendrickson.

Committee Reports

Linda Elliott introduced committee chairman who gave reports.

June Robinson announced that Sandra Smith and Ruth Bell are now members of the Bylaws and Rules Committee.  She reported that it is mandated for chapters to submit their rules for review every 2 years.  Area Liaisons have a list of chapters still needing to submit rules.  There is a template available on the website.  She suggested that each chapter develop a handbook that follows the outline of the rules.  The handbook would carry the details to make changing the rules easier. 

June suggested that all committees make a timeline and keep a list of responsibilities to pass along to new committee members.

June invited submissions for changes to amendments, bylaws and the constitution.  The changes are due October 15, 2007.

Gerry Jarvis of the Expansion Committee announced that one of her goals is to keep informed of the progress of the first virtual chapter being formed in Alaska.

The Finance Committee reported that vouchers have been received and checks will be in the mail.  If you have any questions email Barbee Buchanan, Chairman.

Liz Friedrich announced that we will continue our Membership Explosion.  International guidelines mandate 4 new members, each year of the biennium, with 3-10 years of experience.  Liz requests that chapters report twice each year with their membership statistics.

Melinda Gates will be asked to become an honorary member.

The Membership Committee will be presenting the Celebration of Life at Spring Convention.

Bev Reinvik of the Nominations Committee reported that 3 positions need to be filled.  The Nominations Committee needs a new member for a 3 year term, an Executive Secretary position for a 4 year term and a Rachel Royston Board member for a 5 year term.  Please correct her zip code to 98335.

Program of Work Committee Chairman Linda Elliott gave her goals of providing materials and being a resource, increasing communications and website usage, and promoting the International Program of Collaborative Connections.  The Program of Work Committee will be presenting the Rainbow Lodge Retreat.

Personal Growth and Enrichment Committee Chairman Cathy Grytting announced her goal of connecting with others and with ourselves.

Arlene Reynolds of the Professional Affairs Committee announced two legislative issues of concern.  One regarding retired teachers and the other the simple majority.  Information will be available in the Alpha Sigma News and on our website.

Wendy Selde reported that her Research Committee will be sending out a survey soon regarding chapter histories and member biographies.

Billie Hilton of the Scholarship Committee shared that the committee duties are to prepare and distribute information, review applications and select recipients.  Scholarship applications are due February 1, 2008.  Stipends are available for such things as Elder Hostel programs.

Mary Lou Gregory reported that as webmaster she is part of the Communications Committee.  Her committee keeps us informed on what we need to know to be a good member of the state organization.  She asked that chapter presidents and committee chairman be aware of the deadlines for submitting articles for the newsletter.  She also requested that we all keep her updated so that she can keep the website current.

International Projects Chairman Susan Fritts would like to continue to present certificates to chapters that support International Projects.  Susan read a letter from a recipient from Pakistan.

The U.N. Liaison, Charlotte Kohnhorst, reported that we will continue to work with Unicef and the Afghanistan Project.

Linda Elliott thanked chairman for their reports.  She reminded chapters to pick up their packets on programs.

A musical moment was enjoyed with Janice Moen.

Geneva McCoy introduced the Area Liaisons.

Area Liaisons gave brief reports about their areas.

New Business

New business was already taken care of.

First Timer Report

Joy Ledgerwood shared her thoughts as a first time attendee at NW Regional.  She mentioned bonding, laughter, workshops and the power of Delta Kappa Gamma.

International Reports

International Music Representative Janice Moen offered thanks to all of the NW Choir participants for their support.  She also asked us to checkout the new BLOG that she has set up as International Music Representative.  To encourage music in your chapters, Janice has produced a book/CD combination for International that sells for $12.

Chairman of the Rainbow Lodge Retreat Janice Moen presented the theme of “Wisdom for Leading, Passion for Living”.  The retreat will be held June 24-26, 2008 and will intersperse some leadership training.

Rose Ann Moore, NW Regional Director, expressed her pride in being a part of the largest Washington State Delegation to attend NW Regional.  Our delegation was 54 members strong.  Our members participated as presiders, hostesses, presenters and choir members.  Janice Moen shared musical moments, Barbie Sharrard offered an inspiration and President Janet LeBeau introduced one of the keynote speakers.  Rose Ann was very appreciative of the reception held in her honor and the gift of a beautiful pendant.

Rose Ann reported that our chapters are doing a great job of promoting the top two International Initiatives of Membership Explosion and Collaborative Connections.

Please plan to attend the 2008 International Convention in Chicago July 22-26, 2008.  It will give us first hand knowledge of what to expect when we host the 2010 International Convention in Spokane.

Alpha Sigma State will make a donation to the Golden Gift Fund in memory of Jessie Sims, Past International President.

Rose Ann thanked everyone for their overwhelming support during her illness and continued treatment.  She encouraged us all to have a colonoscopy.

Marj Patten of the 2010 Steering Committee reported that 15 chapters have sent money to the fund and that 2 chapters have completed the goal of $25 per member.  Our total goal is $30,000, of which $7,000 has now been collected, with 2 years remaining to meet that goal.
