How do you find the early educators in your area? 

· Contact Human Resources and become a “pen-pal” with a quick message to a new teacher. 

· Start with schools that have DKG members and ask for names of new teachers to contact. 

· One former superintendent sent a letter to all principals with names of members that would be willing to mentor. 

What fun activities and projects do you suggest? 

· Provide cookies and gifts in lounge to support the newbies.

· Give gift certificates to local businesses to the new teachers.

· Create a “Tea” for new teachers.

· Bring items to chapter meetings to supply “newbie baskets”.

· Find out-of-state transfer teachers.

· Work with promising “student teachers”.

· Recruit retired teachers – participate & help mentor the classroom teacher in local schools.

· Use the “6 points of separation / connection” theory to connect w/ members & friends from other chapters in other states to help out and make a difference.

· Use “Facebook” for spreading the word.

· Provide a “gift basket” with 1st year needs and invite them to a chapter meeting.
