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Application Procedures for The Royston Foundation Scholarship for 2012-2013

Overview
This scholarship is open to women educators working on post baccalaureate studies in the field of education at a nationally or regionally accredited college or university, who are bona fide residents of Washington state. Potential finalists will be asked to interview with the five-member Rachel Royston Permanent Scholarship Foundation Board. Interviews will take place in early February 2012, in the Seattle area. Successful finalists will show evidence of scholarship, professional service, potential for future service in education and promise of distinction. Awards will be announced in late winter, 2012, for study from July 1, 2012 through June 30, 2013. Membership in Delta Kappa Gamma Society International is not a requirement. 

Application Procedures
New Applicants: provide the Board with items 1, 2 and 3 described below. Item 3 (a) must be sent directly to the Rachel Royston Scholarship Foundation Board Chair at the address on page 2; item 3 (b) transcripts must come directly from your college or university.

1)  Include: 

      a) Current resume 

      b) The signed two-page application form; on page 2 of the application form be as specific as possible regarding cost of

          credit/per hour, required fees and supplies. The scholarship does not cover costs for computer hardware or

          peripherals, living expenses, child care, transportation or parking.              

2) Provide the following information in essay form allowing 300 words or less for each item:

      a) Your long-term professional goal, the degree you seek[image: image1..pict][image: image2..pict] and its significance to the field of education

      b) Aspects of your degree work, including course work you will compete in 2012-2013.

      c) Anything additional you would like us to know.

 3)  Insure the following are submitted:

      a) Three letters of recommendation, each sent separately from persons qualified to speak of your potential, 

           responsibility, professional background and your ability to follow through. This could include supervisors, 

           colleagues, professors and/or a major advisor. Please include a variety of sources.

       b) Official sealed transcripts sent from your undergraduate college or university, along with an official transcript of

          current graduate work, if applicable. If you are not currently enrolled but have been accepted for graduate study,

          send a copy of your letter of acceptance.

      c) All recommendations and transcripts be sent directly to the Rachel Royston Scholarship Foundation Board Chair, at 

           the address on page 2, postmarked on or before November 19, 2011.

Re-applicants: provide the Board with these materials:

 1) A new application form

 2) An updated resume

 3) Official sealed transcripts of all work completed since the original application  

 4) One letter of reference from a professor or major advisor

 5) A brief description of your progress during the 2011-2012 academic year

 6) Mail all materials postmarked on or before November 19, 2011, to the Chair at the address on page 2.
